VII. EVALUACION

La evaluacion es inherente al proceso de ensefianza aprendizaje y serd continua y
permanente. Los criterios de evaluacion son de conocimiento, de desempefio y de
producto.

1. Evidencia de Desempeiio.

Son pruebas en torno al manejo que el alumno hace de procedimientos y técnicas
para realizar una actividad o resolver un problema. Esta evidencia pone en accion
recursos cognitivos, recursos procedimentales y recursos afectivos; todo ello en
una integracion que evidencia un saber hacer reflexivo; en tanto, se puede
verbalizar lo que se hace, fundamentarteéricamente la practica y evidenciar un
pensamiento estratégico, dado en la observacion en torno a como se actua en
situaciones impredecibles.

La evaluacion de desempeiio se evalua ponderando como el estudiante aplica los
procedimientos y técnicas en el disefio del trabajo y su desarrollo sistematico.

2. Evidencias de Conocimiento.

Se proyectan en dos direcciones: analitico y autoevaluacion. En cuanto al primer
caso, medir la competencia a nivel interpretativo, argumentativo y propositivo,
para ello debemos ver como identifica (describe, ejemplifica, relaciona, reconoce,
explica, etc.); y la forma en que argumenta (plantea una afirmacion, describe las
refutaciones en contra de dicha afirmacidon, expone sus argumentos contra las
refutaciones y arriba a conclusiones para corroborar la afirmacion inicial) y la
forma en que propone a través de establecer estrategias, valoraciones,
generalizaciones, formulacion de hipdtesis, respuesta a situaciones, etc.



En cuanto a la autoevaluacion permite que el estudiante evidencie sus fracasos y
sus éxitos,su autorregulacion.

Las evaluaciones de este nivel seran de respuestas simples, opcion dicotdmica,
opcion multiple, de correlacion, preguntas calculadas, percepcion y valoracion de
videos, entre otros.

3. Evidencias de producto.
Estan implicadas en las finalidades de la competencia, por tanto, no es
simplemente la entrega del producto, sino que tiene que ver con el campo de
accion y los requerimientos del contexto de aplicacion.
La evaluacion de producto se evidencia en la entrega oportuna de sus trabajos
parciales de cada mes y el producto final.
Ademas, se tendra en cuenta la asistencia como componente del desempefio, el
30% de inasistencia inhabilita el derecho a la evaluacion. El ponderado es el
siguiente: intervenciones orales 1, 35%; Tedrico Practico 2, 35% y el Trabajo
Académico, 30%. El promedio final es la suma de los ponderados.
